Begin assembly of your kennel in the
back corner of the kennel using 2
connector brackets 8 to 10 inches

from the top and bottom of the kennel
panels. Note: face the bolt heads to the
inside of the kennel and the wingnuts
to the outside of the kennel. The
horizontal wires should be placed to the
OUTSIDE of the kennel for maximum
strength.

To assemble the door opening, place
the baseplate with the studs facing up
and set the panel that you do NOT want
to swing over the studs on the plate.

In this photo we are setting the panel

in the left so it will not swing.

The gate opening will be the panel

on the right.

Install the gate panel by inserting

the bottom of the panel into the

ground plate. Slide the plastic

bushing onto the panel end tube

and secure it to the top of the adjoining
panel with a panel connector.

NOTE: make sure the bolt head on

the connector faces outside of the kennel
to minimize wear on the canopy.

Install the canopy support arches
starting with the gate arch. This arch
has an extra vertical bar attached

to it. Slide the arch into the open frame
tubes at the top of th panels. Continue
adding the remainder of the arches.

Center the canopy over the kennel
with the slit end of the canopy facing
the doorway of the kennel. Secure
the canopy to the kennel panels with
the elastic shock cords provided in
your kennel package.

2 hold down brackets are included

with your Quick-Kennel. These brackets
should be installed in the middle of

the sides of the kennel to give it added
strength. If installing on concrete, we
suggest the use of Tap-con screws.

Lag bolts can be used if installing on

a wood deck, and ground spikes can
be used if installing the kennel in your
yard.
